From the President

It is now April and we wonder where
the time goes. Life seems to be a blur
of the usual daily activities on top of
which we have our N.A.N.A. duties.
Duties might seem too harsh a word
as we go about our rescuing, nurtur-
ing, rehabilitating and hopefully re-
leasing those unfortunate creatures
that come to our attention. It ’s not
uncommon to get a midnight call to
some kangaroo or wombat that has
fallen foul of a motor vehicle, or there
is a pelican half dead from exhaustion
and injuries, bobbing around in the
middle of the Shoalhaven River, or
flying foxes snagged on barbed wire
fences or tangled in netting, or an
echidna determined to hide under a
concrete slab. Not to mention the
seemingly countless magpies, kooka-
burras, peewees, lorikeets etc., etc.,
that need our attention at various
times of the year.

Motor vehicles are one of the most
common causes of death or injury of
many species, and we often wonder
at the number of different types of
carcass that we see at the roadside.
I'm sure we all ask ourselves how this
carnage might be avoided but often
the answer is that a solution is too
expensive or difficult to achieve. Too
often we feel that “the powers that

be ” in charge of the roadways are

blind to the problem or have
put the situation too far down

their list of things to do.

Recently however, | became
aware of a project that is look-
ing to address the road Kkill
situation on a regional road
that is being upgraded. The RTA in
conjunction with NPWS is looking at
setting up a monitor survey to study
the road kill situation on Main Road
92, the Nerriga to Nowra Road, which
is currently undergoing a major up-
grade.

NANA has been approached to be the
organization to undertake the survey
which will entail mapping and photo-
graphically recording animals that are
killed on the road. This would then
indicate “black spots” which are
hazardous to vehicles and wildlife.
This information would then be used
to try to develop ways of reducing the
risk to animals in those areas.

The RTA will provide a digital camera
and a handheld GPS unit for re-
cording the information which will be
passed back to RTA for processing
and development of management
strategies. A NANA member who trav-
els regularly on Main Road 92 has
agreed to conduct the survey for us
and this will reduce the costs of moni-

toring the road.

Such cooperative projects can
only improve our chances of
getting official recognition of
problems that we as wildlife car-
ers see every day. It is to be
hoped that the project will be
extended to other sections of
Main Road 92 as required and

maybe set a precedent for other

roadway development in the

future.

Richard was lucky, this Little Red Fly-
ing fox was not so lucky, she was euthanized because
her palate was separated into 4 sections all due to
barbed wire. (see photo (b)).

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It is important that all animals and birds coming into care are identified correctly, and as the rescuer, it
is your responsibility to ensure this is done. If you are in any doubt as to the identity of the species, sex,
or health condition you must obtain a second opinion immediately (prior to transport). Start with your
area coordinator who will then advise you of any special transporting needs. Once the animal is identified
as an endangered species the head coordinator should be contacted. The process of placing, transport-
ing and informing the appropriate authorities is as follows.

» ANIMAL ‘ AND ANIMAL NUMBER IS ASSIGNED, AN EXPERIENCED CARER WILL BE
NOMINATED, THE HEAD COORDINATOR WILL SUPERVISE TRANSPORT TO

THE EXPERIENCED CARER IMMEDIATELY .

THREATENED SPECIES

*  PINPOINTING THE EXACT LOCATION OF RESCUE (GPS LOCATION)

*  CIRCUMSTANCES OF ANIMAL/BIRD RESCUED.

(THE HEAD COORDINATOR MUST AUTHORIZE ALL VET TREATMENT, ACCOMMODATION,
TRANSFER ARRANGEMENTS AND RELEASE OF ANIMAL OR BIRD).

ENDANGERED BIRD SPECIES COMING INTO CARE

NANA has had a variety of endangered birds come into care this year. The first came in at the
end of January 2008 and this was a shearwater picked up by our new member Rick Cowan from
a Vincentia beach. After consulting various bird books and discussions with other members we
were unsure whether it was a Huttons Shearwater or Fluttering Shearwater. For final confir-
mation we emailed Lindsay Smith of SOSSA with photos and it was confirmed as a Fluttering
Shearwater. A common small shearwater, brownish above and white underneath with a long
slender hooked beak and very small webbed feet. These birds breed in spring on many New Zea-
land offshore islands (most times above the snow line) and migrate to coastal waters off SE
Australia in winter, and rarely come ashore. Unfortunately he died over night.

In early February two terns, a juvenile and an adult,
were brought to me from Huskisson and HMAS Cres-
well following a major storm on the south coast. They
are very beautiful, sleek, black and white birds with
very long wings and shallow forked tails. Again after
consulting books and our guru Lindsay Smith, they
were confirmed as Sooty Terns. Another adult sooty
tern was picked up by Nancy Lawson from Gerringong
beach around the same time. All birds were ex-
hausted as they had been blown off course by the
strong NE winds whilst migrating north. Unfortunately
all three birds died within 2-4 days of coming into care. Photo by JPackwood
These birds are classified as vulnerable, only breeding

on Lord Howe Island and their numbers are reducing Adult Sooty Tern

rapidly due, once again, to human and domestic animal

intervention. Only one egg per pair is hatched. Once their chicks have fledged the terns mi-
grate to the QId coast for winter, returning again in spring to breed in vast colonies on Lord
Howe Island.

An adult Ground Parrot was brought in from Booderee National Park at Jervis Bay in mid-
February but unfortunately he did not even last the day. After discussions with the head
ranger | was advised that there was a “healthy” population of these parrots within the park
even though they are an endangered species.

In all cases full reports on these birds were reported to our Head Co-Ordinator for reporting to
DEC to be noted on the threatened species atlas.

Remember all this information is passed on to DECC in accordance with our licence conditions, also a Native Animal
state data base is in the pipe line and the above information from all licensed groups will be required.

Excerpt from an article in the newsletter from The Shooters Party January 2008

“.... It's worth knowing some-
thing of the impact of feral ani-
mals on Australian wildlife, be-
cause it seems the Greens
feel that wild cats, dogs, foxes,
pigs, rabbits and other intro-
duced species, have just as
much right to be prowling our
land and destroying our native
wildlife as the wildlife itself has
to be there.

A learned report “Counting the
Cost: Impact of Invasive Ani-
mals in Australia 2004” gives a
vivid picture of the size and
devastation of the feral animal
problem.

It points out that there are some
21 million cats in Australia — 3
million domestic and 18 million
feral. It is estimated that each
cat kills 8 birds each year — you
do the sums! 19 species of en-
dangered mammals are under
threat from feral cats and the cats
are estimated to inflict $144 m. in
losses, mainly through Killing
birds, each year.

Add in the 7.2 million foxes, the
increasing numbers of wild dogs;
the omnivorous wild pigs, and, as
former Premier Bob Carr was
fond of saying “If we don't deal
with these ferals now, there will

be no small native mammals
left in 10 years’ time”........
