We spoke to Ronny Ling, President of ORRCA and he
told us what they found.

“The seal was actually a New Zealand Fur Seal” &id.s
“It was a mature male. It was just under 2m lony] the
discolouration and wear on the its teeth showed ttia
animal was of a fair age, estimated at over
10 years old”

He said that there were no obvious sign of
injury, or cause of death, but that had been
dead for a while.

It was removed by NPWS for disposal. No
necropsy was done due to the advanced
decomposition of the carcass.

“Unfortunately, marine mammals seam to
decompose more rapidly than terrestrial
mammals, so we need to perform necropsies
a soon as possible”.

He told us that all information is passed on
to academic bodies on request, and to NPWS
for the Wildlife Atlas.

The information is also kept at ORRCA for
cross-reference in similar cases, tracking
species, and for use in understanding more
about the animals and why they get into strife.

While NANA has been called in to help in the pagt, are

not licensed to rescue Marine Mammals.

So what do you do if you find a LIVE Seal? ORRCA
advises:

Stay at least 30m away from live seals, they méy bi
and can easily outrun you over this distance.

Don't get caught between a seal and the waters- thi
cuts off their escape route

Don't herd them into the
water, They spend about
two thirds of their life on
land, and they will leave when
they are ready

Don't feed them — they can hunt
for food

Keep dogs away at all times

Approaching a marine mammal
can be construed as harassment. It is
illegal and can incur severe penalties
