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From the President

Well fellow members, it's that time of year
againlll Yes, Winter time, cold and flu time,
Tax time, and more importantly to NANA
members, animal statistics time.

Each year wildlife carer organisations are
obliged to send in a report to the Depart-
ment of Conservation and Climate Change,
(NPWS), on the number of animals to which
they have given assistance throughout the
previous |2 months. There is a list of differ-
ent species that must be reported on, which
covers mammals, birds, reptiles, even
frogs, and it is often a battle to get mean-
ingful figures so that a worthwhile report
can be submitted.

Keep accurate records of your rescues

| know that it can be the last thing on a res-
cuers mind when on a rescue. The main
concern is for the welfare of the injured
animal and decisions that need to be made

to get it the best treatment often
take precedence over more mun-
dane matters such as record keep-
ing. We should remember that, if the
animal has to be passed on to other
carers, the only way we can give it
the best care is to have an accurate
record of its history to go to the
next carer. Information such as the age, sex
and weight of the animal, especially if a juve-
nile, is essential if it is to be matched up with
another of the same species, or to see if it is
growing at a healthy rate.

It is also important to report the animal to
the Head Coordinator or Area Coordinator
so that a registration number can be allo-
cated. This number goes with the animal as
it moves through the system and identifies it
to the month and year that it came into care.

Other details that need to be recorded are
the location where the animal was rescued,
down to street number and name or local
landmark, the type of injury, cause of injury
if known and the fate of the animal. This
means whether it was successfully rehabili-
tated and released, if it was rescued and
released  back to its original location,
whether it died as a result of its injuries or
had to be euthanized. Al this information is
essential otherwise the statistician has no
idea what has happened to all the animals
that we have supposedly rescued when it
comes to the annual report to NPWS.

You will find more information on the re-
cording system and how to use it correctly
elsewhere in this Newsletter.
